the right to exclusive occupation and
land management, and entitlement
to rents, such that 30 indigenous
nations would have effective owner-
ship over most of B.C. This is fatally
flawed because aboriginal title, as
defined by the Supreme Court of
Canada, gives aboriginal peoples
only a fraction of the province’s land
base: those areas over which they
can prove continuing and exclusive

government regarding economic
development of land and resources.
This power would be very real, pro-
viding the new layer of aboriginal
government with a potential veto
over new economic activity any-
where in B.C. The legislation would
lay the foundation for a whole new
set of compensation claims, and
would create mechanisms for “rev-
enue sharing” to divert revenues

jobs.

Citizens should equip themselves
with knowledge of their Constitu-
tion in order to prevent govern-
ments from embarking on destruc-
tive adventures like this one.
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
