It listed several schools in Ontario and
B.C. where this had happened.

“There certainly seems to be a trend,”
said Carpay, who says his organization
has taken no position on abortion.

Carpay said groups such as his and
the civil liberties association, which are
not traditionally aligned with the pro-
life movement but are standing up for
the rights of anti-abortion groups to be
heard, form a counter-trend.

“If Campus Pro-Life loses its battle
for free speech, it takes away from every
Canadian’s right to freedom of expres-
sion,” said Carpay.

Katherine Giroux-Bougard, national
chairwoman of the Canadian Federation
of Students, said she doesn’t see a trend
of censoring pro-life groups emerging
on Canadian campuses.

She said the civil liberties association
misunderstood a resolution her organi-
zation recently passed in the wake of
some campuses de-sanctioning pro-life
groups.

“The resolution was really about re-
specting the student unions' right to make
decisions as autonomous bodies,” said
Giroux-Bougard. “It had nothing to do
with freedom of speech. Some of those
cases they're talking about date back a
couple years.”
