However, that also means
that we are free to question the
existence of God and to criti-
cally examine religious claims.
Here, again, there are those “of-
fended” by such questions, and
prefer that they not be asked.

- Inabroad sense it would
seem that it is the politically

correct left which is the main
impetus behind the “war on
offensiveness,” which explains
why pro-life views are singled
out, and why Muslim ifmams
are given precedence over
Christian preachers.

Certain religious figures
and groups still seem to share
that censorship impulse. In
fairness, having been on the
receiving end of that impulse,
many Christians are now
learning the folly of it.

Hypocrisy further clouds the
issue: without it, we’d still have
much to discuss, but in a con-
text of purely conflicting prin-
ciples. However, perhaps we
should welcome double-stan-
dards: the more of a mockery
the “war on offensiveness” be-
comes, the more likely it is that
common sense will prevail.

This is one war we can’t
win, and even if we could, we
should not try in the first place.
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
